Description:
CHE51-163 is the second semester of a two-semester course in General Chemistry.  This course is designed to give students a strong foundation in the principles of chemistry, and to prepare students for advanced courses in the physical or life sciences.

Students must enroll concurrently in the laboratory for the second semester (CHE51-161)

Prerequisite:
A grade of C- or better in CHE51-153 and CHE51-151.

Assignments:
Reading and homework assignments will be given during the semester, and short quizzes will be given during class time.  Keeping current on your reading assignments is very important. Your final grade in the course will be determined, in part, by your homework and quiz grades.  The homework you submit for grading should never be copied from someone else. See the section of the syllabus on academic honesty.

Tutors for this class will also 
be available.

Attendance: 
All students are expected to attend class regularly and to be on time for class to start.  Although attendance is not mandatory, and no points toward the final grade are earned by attendance, quizzes will be given during class.  There are no make-up quizzes, and if you miss class, you must obtain notes from a classmate.

Examinations: There will be four hour exams given during the semester.  Each exam 

                         will have 100 possible points.

Grades:  Final letter grades will be based on performance on the homework, quizzes, and exams.  Four hour exams will be given, each having 100 possible points (for 400 possible points).  There will be eleven (11) homework assignments, each with 10 points possible. There will be nine (9) quizzes, each with 10 possible points.
